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You can customise the keys on the operating panel of your controller by inserting keyboard slides. Slides are strips of plastic that are inserted under the faceplate of the operating panel. 
To customize your controller’s operating panel keys:

1.
Design your own slides, using the templates in this document. 

2.
Print these slides, and cut them out.

3.
Insert your own slides under the faceplate.

About Printing Slides
You can print slides using an inkjet printer, on high-gloss film you have purchased for this purpose from an office goods supplier. Examples of suitable high-gloss film products include HP Premium High-gloss Film or Olympus Pictorico Photo Gallery High-Gloss White Film.
Note that such products are supplied in sheets; after you print the slides, you will have to cut them out.
